Memory & Snug Coves. We arrive back at Port
Lincoln on Monday 22nd February 2027.

Pioneering Tuna Clipper

The determination of 3 young fishermen in taking
on such a large project serves as an example for all
generations. The Haldane men took 7 years to build
the boat on the Moyne River at Port Fairy (Vic).

After its launch in 1951, MFV Tacoma’s maiden
voyage was to Port Lincoln (SA).

It arrived on January 18th 1952. On board were
the three Haldane boat builder & fishing brothers
Bill, Alan and Hughie, their entire families and
the Bellamy twins, Keith and Jack —nine adults,
seven children, one watchdog and a cat.

The arrival of the Tacoma heralded the
start of the tuna industry in SA.
